Committee Reports: 

 Community Relations: In Stephanie 

Cohen’s report, she noted that 6 chap-

BATTERY BACKUP  

FOR YOUR COMPUTER 
A battery backup, or uninterruptible power supply (UPS), is primarily used to 

provide a backup power source to the parts in the computer case, the monitor 

and any other device plugged into the battery backup.   Of course the UPS 

can only provide power for a while, typically a few minutes, but that is often 

enough to ride out power company glitches or short outages. Even if the out-

age is longer than the battery lifetime of the UPS, this provides the opportunity 

to execute an orderly shutdown of the equipment.  The benefits of a UPS are 

as follows: 

 Computer jobs don't stop because the power fails. 

 Users not inconvenienced by computer shutting down. 

 Equipment does not incur the stress of another (hard) power cycle. 

 Data isn't lost because a machine shut down without doing a "sync" 

or equivalent to flush cached or real time data. 

 The battery backup device also acts as a power "conditioner" by en-

suring that the electricity flowing to your computer and accessories is 
free from drops or surges. If a computer is not receiving a consistent 

flow of electricity, damage can and often does occur. 

A UPS is cheaper than you might think, but its benefits are priceless. Check to 

see if you have a UPS connected to your computer.
